Call for Demonstrations

IEEE ICPS 2008 solicits demonstrations showing pervasive services in action. We invite the whole community of pervasive computing to submit demonstration prototypes. Technology demonstrations must be prototypes and/or research work in progress.
ICPS will feature a special session that will showcase technology demonstrations. A Best Demonstration Award will be given to the most valuable demonstration, as determined by the Demonstration Committee.

The ICPS demonstration session will provide an opportunity to exhibit innovations and bring researchers together to discuss and initiate new collaborations. 

Scope

The scope of the demonstration follows the ICPS 2008 scope. Emphasize should be put on visible results.

Submissions

Submissions should be in the form of a two-page paper presenting the contributions and the strong points of the proposed demonstration. Proposals should include the authors' names and affiliations and be submitted electronically by e-mail with the "ICPS Demonstration submission" subject to the ICPS Tutorial Chair, Johann Bourcier (Johann.Bourcier@imag.fr), in PDF or PS format. Only electronic submissions will be accepted.

A technology prototype can range from a demonstration involving real devices to a mock-up using computers (instead of actual pervasive devices). Posters will be composed of text and figures describing the demonstration and the associated research. 

Do not hesitate to contact the demonstration chair to check that a demonstration is in the expected scope.

A Demonstration Committee, headed by the demonstration chair, will evaluate proposals. Evaluation will be based on the quality of the demonstrations and on their potential to stimulate discussions, exchange of ideas and collaborations.

Demonstration Presentations

The exhibition will include a prototype and a poster.

Accepted demonstrations will be presented during a special session during the conference. Presenters are expected to stand next to their exhibit and discuss with other conference attendees. 

Space, power and networking facilities will be available at the conference location. Computers and pervasive devices will not be provided
